2.Angioplasty

Coronary Angioplasty is defined as percutaneous coronary intervention by way of balloon angioplasty with or without
stenting for treatment of the narrowing or blockage of minimum 50 % of one or more major coronary arteries. The
intervention must be determined to be medically necessary by a cardiologist and supported by a coronary angiogram
(CAG).

Coronary arteries hereinrefer to left main stem, leftanterior descending, circumflexand right coronary artery.
Diagnosticangiography or investigation procedures without angioplasty/stentinsertion are excluded.

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3.Minimally Invasive Surgery of Aorta

narrowing, obstruction or dissection of the aorta, as evidenced by a cardiac echocardiogram and confirmed by a specialist in
therelevantfield. For the purpose of this definition, aorta shall mean the thoracicand abdominal aorta but notits branches.

4.Infective Endocarditis
Inflammation of the innerlining of the heart caused by infectious organisms, where all of the following criteria are met:
a) Positiveresultofthe blood culture proving presence of the infectious organism(s);

b) Presence of atleast moderate heartvalve incompetence (meaning regurgitant fraction of 20% or above) or moderate
heartvalve stenosis (resulting in heart valve area of 30% or less of normal value) attributable to Infective Endocarditis;
and

c) TheDiagnosis of Infective Endocarditis and the severity of valvularimpairment are confirmed by a Registered Medical
Practitionerwhoisa cardiologist.

5. Carotid Artery Surgery

Angioplasty or Endarterectomy for Carotid Arteries shall mean the treatment of stenosis of 50% or above, as proven by
angiographicevidence of one (1) ormore of carotid arteries. Both (a) and (b) below must be met:

a) Either:
i. Actualundergoing of endarterectomyto alleviate the symptoms; or

ii. Actual undergoing of an endovascular intervention such as angioplasty and/or stenting or atherectomy to

b) The Diagnosis and medical necessity of the treatment must be confirmed by a Registered Medical Practitioner who is
aspecialistinthe relevantfield.

6. Early Cancer (including Carcinomain-situ)

The diagnosis of any of the listed below conditions must be established by histological evidence and be confirmed by an
independent Medical Practitioner whois an Oncologist.

 Carcinomain-situ: Carcinoma-in-situ means the presence of malignant cancer cells that remain within the cell group
from which they arose. It must involve the full thickness of the epithelium but does not cross basement membranes
and it does not invade the surrounding tissue or organ. The diagnosis of which must be positively established by
microscopic examination of fixed tissues.

 Prostate Cancer — early stage: Early Prostate Cancer that is histologically described using the TNM classification as
T1NOMO with a Gleason Score 2 (two) to 6(six).

 Thyroid Cancer — early stage: All thyroid cancers that are less than 2.0 cm and histologically classified as TINOMO
according to TNM classification.

« Bladder Cancer —early stage: All tumors of the urinary bladder histologically classified as TaNOMO according to TNM
classification.

e Chronic Lymphocytic Leukaemia — early stage: Chronic Lymphocytic Leukaemia categorized as stage 0 (zero) to 2

 CervicalIntraepithelial Neoplasia: Severe Cervical Dysplasia reported as Cervical Intraepithelial Neoplasia 3 (CIN3) on
cone biopsy.

7.GuillainBarre Syndrome
A definite diagnosis of Guillain Barre Syndrome by a consultant neurologist. There must be ongoing clinical impairment of
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motor or sensory function caused by Guillain Barre syndrome which must have persisted for a continuous period of at least
sixmonths.

8.Nephrectomy

The complete surgical removal of one kidney necessitated by any iliness or accident of the Life Assured. The need for the
surgical removal of the kidney must be certified to be absolutely necessary by a specialistin the relevant field.

Donationis excluded.
9. ChronicPrimary Sclerosing Cholangitis

This benefit is payable for chronic primary sclerosing cholangitis confirmed on cholangiogram imaging confirming
progressive obliteration of the bile ducts. The diagnosis must be made by a gastroenterologist and the condition must have
progressed to the point where there is permanent jaundice. The benefit is payable only where there is a need
immunosuppressive treatment, drug therapy for intractable pruritis or if biliary tract obliteration has required balloon
dilation or stenting of the bile ducts. Biliary tract sclerosis or obstruction as a consequence of biliary surgery, gall stone
disease, infection, inflammatory bowel disease or other secondary precipitantsis excluded.

10.Secondary Pulmonary Hypertension

Secondary pulmonary hypertension with established right ventricular hypertrophy leading to the presence of permanent
physicalimpairmentof at least Class Il of the New York Heart Association (NYHA) Classification of Cardiac Impairment.

The Diagnosis must be established by cardiac catheterisation by a specialistin the relevant field.
11. Ulcerative Colitis

Ulcerative colitis refers to chronic pan colitis with inflammation involving the entire colon which has been unequivocally
diagnosed as ulcerative colitis on the basis of endoscopic appearances and biopsy proof. The diagnosis must be confirmed
by a specialist gastroenterologist & there must be a requirement for ongoing systemic immunosuppression therapy or
immunomodulatory therapy for a period of at least 6 months supervised by the specialist in gastroenterology. Other forms
ofinflammatory colitis are specifically excluded. Ulcerative colitis confined to the rectum s specifically excluded.

12.Pericardectomy

The undergoing of a pericardiectomy as a result of pericardial disease or undergoing of any surgical procedure requiring
keyhole cardiac surgery. Both these surgical procedures must be certified to be absolutely necessary by a specialist in the
relevantfield.

13.Implantable Cardioverter Defibrillator

Insertion of a permanent cardiac defibrillator as a result of cardiac arrhythmia which cannot be treated via any other
method. The surgical procedure must be certified to be absolutely necessary by a specialist in the relevant field.
Documentary evidence of ventricular tachycardia or fibrillation must be provided.

14. Acute Necrohemorrhagic Pancreatitis

Acute inflammation and necrosis of pancreas parenchyma, focal enzyme necrosis of pancreatic fat and haemorrhage due to
blood vessel necrosis, where all of the following criteria are met:

o Thenecessarytreatmentissurgical clearance of necrotic tissue or pancreatectomy; and

» Thediagnosisis based on histopathological features and confirmed by a Specialist in gastroenterology.
Pancreatitis caused directly orindirectly, wholly or partly, by alcohol or drug abuse is excluded.
15.Endovasculartreatment for Cerebral Aneurysm

Endovascular Treatment for Cerebral Aneurysm shall mean the actual undergoing of an endovascular intervention, such as
endovascular embolization, endovascular coiling, angioplasty and/or stenting or the insertion of a flow diverter, to prevent
rupture of a cerebral aneurysm or to alleviate the bleeding due to rupture of a cerebral aneurysm. The procedure must be
considered Medically Necessary and performed by a Registered Medical Practitioner whois a specialistin the relevant field.

16.Insertion of cerebral shunt

The actual undergoing of surgical implantation of a shunt from the ventricles of the brain to relieve raised pressure in the
cerebrospinal fluid. The need of a shunt must be certified to be absolutely necessary by a consultant neurologist.

17.LessSevere Lung Disease

Chronic Lung Disease shall mean the Diagnosis of interstitial fibrosis requiring at least intermittent oxygen therapy and
showing consistent reduction in FEV 1 of one point two (1.2) litres or less under appropriate medication. Diagnosis, severity
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andtest results must be confirmed by a Registered Medical Practitioner.
18.SmallBowel Transplant

The receipt of a transplant of at least one metre of small bowel with its own blood supply via a laparotomy resulting from
intestinal failure.

Theundergoing of the transplant has to be confirmed by a specialist medical practitioner.
19. Cirrhosis of the Liver

Cirrhosis of the liver with a HAI-Knodell Scores of 6 and above as evident by liver biopsy. The diagnosis must be unequivocally
confirmed by a specialistin the relevantfield and based on the histological findings of the liver biopsy.

Liver disease secondary to the following are excluded: (i) Alcohol, (ii) Drug abuse,(iii) Hepatitis Bvirus, (iv) Hepatitis Cvirus
Major Cl Conditions:
1. Cancer of specified severity

Amalignanttumor characterized by the uncontrolled growth and spread of malignant cells with invasion and destruction of
normal tissues. This diagnosis must be supported by histological evidence of malignancy. The term cancer includes
leukemia, lymphomaand sarcoma.

Thefollowingare excluded -

i.  Alltumorswhichare histologically described as carcinomainssitu, benlgn pre-malignant, borderline malignant, low
malignant potential, neoplasm of unknown behavior, or non-invasive, including but not limited to: Carcinoma in
situ of breasts, Cervical dysplasia CIN-1, CIN -2 and CIN-3.

ii. Anynon-melanomaskincarcinoma unless thereis evidence of metastases to lymph nodes or beyond;
iii. Malignantmelanoma thathas not caused invasion beyond the epidermis;

iv. All tumors of the prostate unless histologically classified as having a Gleason score greater than 6 or having
progressed toatleast clinical TNM classification T2ZNOMO

v. AllThyroid cancers histologically classified as TINOMO (TNM Classification) or below;
vi. Chroniclymphocyticleukaemialess thanRAlstage 3
vii. Non-invasive papillary cancer of the bladder histologically described as TaNOMO or of a lesser classification,

viii. All Gastro-Intestinal Stromal Tumors histologically classified as TINOMO (TNM Classification) or below and with
mitotic countof less than or equal to 5/50 HPFs;

ix. Alltumorsinthe presence of HIVinfection.
2. Myocardial Infarction - First Heart Attack of Specific Severity

The first occurrence of heart attack or myocardial infarction, which means the death of a portion of the heart muscle as a
resultofinadequate blood supply tothe relevant area.

Thediagnosis for Myocardial Infarction should be evidenced by all of the following criteria:

i. A history of typical clinical symptoms consistent with the diagnosis of acute myocardial infarction (For e.g. typical
chest pain)

ii. New characteristicelectrocardiogram changes

iii. Elevationofinfarctionspecificenzymes, Troponinsor other specificbiochemical markers.
The following are excluded:

i. Otheracute Coronary Syndromes

ii. Anytypeofanginapectoris

iii. AriseincardiacbiomarkersorTroponinTorlinabsence of overtischemic heart disease OR following anintra-arterial
cardiac procedure.

3.Stroke Resulting in Permanent Symptoms

Any cerebrovascular incident producing permanent neurological sequelae. This includes infarction of brain tissue,
thrombosis in an intracranial vessel, haemorrhage and embolisation from an extracranial source. Diagnosis has to be
confirmed by a specialist medical practitioner and evidenced by typical clinical symptoms as well as typical findings in CT
scan or MRl of the brain. Evidence of permanent neurological deficit lasting for at least 3 months has to be produced.
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The following are excluded:

i. Transientischemicattacks (TIA)

ii. Traumaticinjury of the brain

iii. Vasculardisease affectingonly the eye or optic nerve orvestibular functions
4.0penHeartReplacement or Repair of Heart Valves

The actual undergoing of open-heart valve surgery is to replace or repair one or more heart valves, as a consequence of
defects in, abnormalities of, or disease affected cardiac valve(s). The diagnosis of the valve abnormality must be supported
by an echocardiography and the realization of surgery has to be confirmed by a specialist medical practitioner.

Catheter based techniquesincluding but not limited to, balloon valvotomy/ Valvuloplasty are excluded.
5.0pen Chest CABG

The actual undergoing of heart surgery to correct blockage or narrowing in one or more coronary artery(s), by coronary
artery bypass grafting done via a sternotomy (cutting through the breast bone) or minimally invasive keyhole coronary
artery bypass procedures. The diagnosis must be supported by a coronary angiography and the realization of surgery has to
be confirmed by a cardiologist.

The following are excluded:i. Angioplasty and/or any other intra-arterial procedures
6.Coma of specified severity

A state of unconsciousness with no reaction or response to external stimuli or internal needs. This diagnosis must be
supported by evidence of all of the following:

i. noresponse toexternal stimuli continuously for atleast 96 hours;
ii. life support measuresare necessary to sustain life;and
iii. permanentneurological deficitwhich mustbe assessed at least 30 days after the onset of the coma.

The condition has to be confirmed by a specialist medical practitioner. Coma resulting directly from alcohol or drug abuse is
excluded.

7.Endstage LungFailure
End stage lung disease, causing chronic respiratory failure, as confirmed and evidenced by all of the following:
i. FEV1testresultsconsistentlylessthan 1 litre measured on 3 occasions 3 months apart; and
ii. Requiring continuous permanent supplementary oxygen therapy for hypoxemia; and
iii. Arterial blood gasanalysis with partial oxygen pressure of 55mmHgorless (PaO2 <55mmHg); and
iv. Dyspneaatrest
8.Endstage LiverFailure
Permanentandirreversible failure of liver function that has resulted in all three of the following:
i.  Permanentjaundice;and
ii. Ascites;and
iii. Hepaticencephalopathy.
Liver failure secondary to drug or alcohol abuse is excluded.
9.Kidney Failure requiring regular dialysis

End stage renal disease presenting as chronic irreversible failure of both kidneys to function, as a result of which either
regular renal dialysis (haemodialysis or peritoneal dialysis) is instituted or renal transplantation is carried out. Diagnosis has
tobe confirmed by a specialist medical practitioner.

10. Primary (Idiopathic) Pulmonary Hypertension

An unequivocal diagnosis of Primary (Idiopathic) Pulmonary Hypertension by a Cardiologist or specialist in respiratory
medicine with evidence of right ventricular enlargement and the pulmonary artery pressure above 30 mm of Hg on Cardiac
Cauterization. There must be permanent irreversible physical impairment to the degree of at least Class IV of the New York
Heart Association Classification of cardiacimpairment.

The NYHA Classification of CardiacImpairment are as follows:
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i. Class lll: Marked limitation of physical activity. Comfortable at rest, but less than ordinary activity causes symptoms.
ii. Class IV: Unable to engage in any physical activity without discomfort. Symptoms may be present even at rest.

Pulmonary hypertension associated with lung disease, chronic hypoventilation, pulmonary thromboembolic disease, drugs
andtoxins, diseases of the left side of the heart, congenital heart disease and any secondary cause are specifically excluded.

11.MajorHead Trauma

Accidental head injury resulting in permanent Neurological deficit to be assessed no sooner than 3 months from the date of
the accident. This diagnosis must be supported by unequivocal findings on Magnetic Resonance Imaging, Computerized
Tomography, or other reliable imaging techniques. The accident must be caused solely and directly by accidental, violent,
external and visible means and independently of all other causes.

The Accidental Head injury must result in an inability to perform at least three (3) of the following Activities of Daily Living
either with or without the use of mechanical equipment, special devices or other aids and adaptations in use for disabled
persons. For the purpose of this benefit, the word “permanent” shall mean beyond the scope of recovery with current
medical knowledge and technology.

The Activities of Daily Living are:
i.  Washing: the ability to wash in the bath or shower (including getting into and out of the bath or shower) or wash
satisfactorily by other means;

ii. Dressing: the ability to put on, take off, secure and unfasten all garments and, as appropriate, any braces, artificial
limbs or other surgical appliances;

iii. Transferring: the ability to move fromabed toanupright chairorwheelchairandvice versa;
iv. Mobility: the ability to move indoors from room to room on level surfaces;

v. Toileting: the ability to use the lavatory or otherwise manage bowel and bladder functions so as to maintain a
satisfactory level of personal hygiene;

vi. Feeding:the ability to feed oneself once food has been prepared and made available.
Thefollowing are excluded:i.Spinal cord injury;
12.Permanent paralysis of limbs

Total and irreversible loss of use of two or more limbs as a result of injury or disease of the brain or spinal cord. A specialist
medical practitioner must be of the opinion that the paralysis will be permanent with no hope of recovery and must be
present for more than3 months.

13.Loss of Limbs

The physical separation of two or more limbs, at or above the wrist or ankle level limbs as a result of injury or disease. This will
include medically necessary amputation necessitated by injury or disease. The separation has to be permanent without any
chance of surgical correction. Loss of Limbs resulting directly or indirectly from self-inflicted injury, alcohol or drug abuse is
excluded.

14. Motor Neurone Disease with permanent symptoms

Motor neuron disease diagnosed by a specialist medical practitioner as spinal muscular atrophy, progressive bulbar palsy,
amyotrophic lateral sclerosis or primary lateral sclerosis. There must be progressive degeneration of corticospinal tracts and
anterior horn cells or bulbar efferent neurons. There must be current significant and permanent functional neurological
impairmentwith objective evidence of motor dysfunction that has persisted for a continuous period of at least 3 months.

15. Multiple Sclerosis with persisting symptoms
The unequivocal diagnosis of Definite Multiple Sclerosis confirmed and evidenced by all of the following:
i.investigationsincluding typical MRIfindings which unequivocally confirm the diagnosis to be multiple sclerosisand

ii. there must be current clinical impairment of motor or sensory function, which must have persisted for a continuous
period of at least 6 months.

Other causes of neurological damage such as SLEand HIV are excluded.
16. Major organ / bone marrow transplant
The actual undergoing of atransplant of:
a. One of the following human organs: heart, lung, liver, kidney, pancreas, that resulted from irreversible end-stage
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failure of therelevantorgan, or

b. Human bone marrow using haematopoietic stem cells. The undergoing of a transplant has to be confirmed by a
specialistmedical practitioner.

Thefollowing are excluded:

i. Otherstem-celltransplants

ii. Whereonlyisletsoflangerhansare transplanted.
17.Third Degree Burns

There must be third-degree burns with scarring that cover at least 20% of the body's surface area. The diagnosis must
confirm the total area involved using standardized, clinically accepted, body surface area charts covering 20% of the body
surfacearea.

18.Deafness

Total and irreversible loss of hearing in both ears as a result of illness or accident. This diagnosis must be supported by pure
tone audiogram test and certified by an Ear, Nose and Throat (ENT) specialist. Total means “the loss of hearing to the extent
that the lossis greater than 90decibels across all frequencies of hearing” in both ears.

19.Blindness
Total, permanentand irreversible loss of all vision in both eyes as a result of illness or accident.
TheBlindnessisevidenced by:

i. correctedvisualacuity being3/60orlessinbotheyesor;

ii. thefield of vision beinglessthan 10degreesinboth eyes.
The diagnosis of blindness must be confirmed and must not be correctable by aids or surgical procedure.
20.Loss of Speech

Total and irrecoverable loss of the ability to speak as a result of injury or disease to the vocal cords. The inability to speak must
be established for a continuous period of 12 months. This diagnosis must be supported by medical evidence furnished by an
Ear,Nose, Throat (ENT) specialist.

All psychiatricrelated causes are excluded.
21.BenignBrain Tumour

Benign brain tumoris defined as a life threatening, non-cancerous tumor in the brain, cranial nerves or meninges within the
skull. The presence of the underlying tumor must be confirmed by imaging studies such as CT scan or MRI.

This braintumor must resultin atleast one of the following and must be confirmed by the relevant medical specialist.

a. Permanent Neurological deficit with persisting clinical symptoms for a continuous period of at least 90 consecutive
daysor

b.Undergone surgical resection or radiation therapy to treat the brain tumor.

The following conditions are excluded: Cysts, Granulomas, malformations in the arteries or veins of the brain, hematomas,
abscesses, pituitary tumors, tumors of skull bones and tumors of the spinal cord.

22.Alzheimer's Disease

Progressive and permanent deterioration of memory and intellectual capacity as evidenced by accepted standardised
questionnaires and cerebralimaging. The diagnosis of Alzheimer’s disease must be confirmed by an appropriate consultant
and supported by the Company's appointed doctor. There must be significant reduction in mental and social functioning
requiring the continuous supervision of the life assured. There must also be an inability of the Life Assured to perform
(whether aided or unaided) at least 3 of the following 5 “Activities of Daily Living” for a continuous period of at least 6
months:

Activities of Daily Living are defined as:

i.  Washing - the ability to wash in the bath or shower (including getting into and out of the bath or shower) or wash
satisfactorily by other means;

ii. Dressing - the ability to put on, take off, secure and unfasten all garments and, as appropriate, any braces, artificial
limbs or other surgical appliances;

iii. Transferring-the ability to move from abed toan upright chair orwheelchairandvice versa;
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iv. Toileting - the ability to use the lavatory or otherwise manage bowel and bladder functions so as to maintain a
satisfactory level of personal hygiene;

v. Feeding-theabilitytofeed oneself once food has been prepared and made available.
Psychiatricillnesses and alcohol related brain damage are excluded.
Coverage for thisimpairment will cease at age sixty-five (65) or on maturity data/expiry date, whicheveris earlier.
23. AplasticAnaemia

Aplastic Anemia is chronic persistent bone marrow failure. A certified hematologist must make the diagnosis of severe
irreversible aplasticanemia. There must be permanent bone marrow failure resulting in bone marrow cellularity of less than
25%and there must be two of the following:

1. Absolute neutrophil count of less than 500/mm3
2. Platelets countlessthan20,000/mm?3
3. Reticulocyte countof less than 20,000/ mm3

The insured must be receiving treatment for more than 3 consecutive months with frequent blood product transfusions,
bone marrow stimulating agents, orimmunosuppressive agents or the insured has received a bone marrow or cord blood
stem cell transplant.

Temporary or reversible aplasticanemiais excluded and not covered in this policy.
24.Medullary Cystic Disease
Medullary Cystic Disease where the following criteria are met:

i. thepresenceinthe kidney of multiple cystsin the renal medulla accompanied by the presence of tubular atrophy and
interstitial fibrosis;

ii. clinicalmanifestations of anaemia, polyuria, and progressive deterioration in kidney function; and
iii. the Diagnosis of Medullary Cystic Disease is confirmed by renal biopsy.

Isolated or benign kidney cysts are specifically excluded from this benefit.

25. Parkinson’s Disease

The unequivocal diagnosis of idiopathic Parkinson'’s Disease by a consultant neurologist. This diagnosis must be supported
by all of the following conditions:

1) Thedisease cannot be controlled with medication; and
2) Thereareobjective signs of progressive deterioration; and

3) There is an inability of the Life Assured to perform (whether aided or unaided) at least 3 of the following five (5)
“Activities of Daily Living” for a continuous period of atleast 6 months:

Activities of Daily Living are defined as:

a. Washing - the ability to wash in the bath or shower (including getting into and out of the bath or shower) or wash
satisfactorily by other means;

b. Dressing - the ability to put on, take off, secure and unfasten all garments and, as appropriate, any braces, artificial
limbs orothersurgical appliances;

c. Transferring - the ability to move from abed to an upright chair orwheelchairand vice versa;

d. Toileting - the ability to use the lavatory or otherwise manage bowel and bladder functions so as to maintain a
satisfactory level of personal hygiene;

e. Feeding-theabilitytofeed oneselfonce food hasbeen prepared and made available.
Drug-induced or toxic causes of Parkinsonism are excluded.
Coverage forthisimpairmentwill cease at age sixty-five (65) oron maturity data/expiry date, whicheveris earlier.
26. Systemic Lupus Erythematosus (SLE) with Lupus Nephritis

Multi-system, autoimmune disorder characterized by the development of auto-antibodies, directed against various self-
antigens.

For purposes of the definition of “Critical Iliness”, SLE is restricted to only those forms of systemic lupus erythematosus,
whichinvolve the kidneys and are characterized as Class I, Class IV, Class V or Class VI lupus nephritis under the Abbreviated
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International Society of Nephrology/Renal Pathology Society (ISN/RPS) classification of lupus nephritis (2003) below based
on renal biopsy. Other forms such as discoid lupus, and those forms with only hematological and joint involvement are
specifically excluded.

Abbreviated ISN/RPS classification of lupus nephritis (2003):
Class|-Minimal mesangial lupus nephritis
Class|I-Mesangial proliferative lupus nephritis
Class Il - Focal lupus nephritis
Class IV - Diffuse segmental (IV-S) or global (IV-G) lupus nephritis
ClassV-Membranouslupus nephritis
Class VI-Advanced sclerosing lupus nephritis
27.ApallicSyndrome

Universal necrosis of the brain cortex with the brain stem remaining intact. The definite diagnosis must be confirmed by a
consultant neurologist and this condition has to be medically documented for at least one (1) month with no hope of
recovery.

28. Major Surgery ofthe Aorta

Undergoing of a laporotomy or thoracotomy to repair or correct an aneurysm, narrowing, obstruction or dissection of the
aortic artery. For this definition, aorta means the thoracic and abdominal aorta but not its branches. Surgery performed
using only minimally invasive or intra-arterial techniques such as percutaneous endovascular aneurysm repair are
excluded.

29.BrainSurgery

The actual undergoing of surgery to the brain under general anaesthesia during which a craniotomy is performed. Keyhole
surgery is included however, minimally invasive treatment where no surgical incision is performed to expose the target,
such as irradiation by gamma knife or endovascular neuroradiological interventions such as embolizations, thrombolysis
and stereotactic biopsy are excluded. Brain surgery as a result of an accident is also excluded. The procedure must be
considered necessary by a qualified specialist.

30. Fulminant Viral Hepatitis

Sub-massive to massive necrosis of the liver by a hepatitis virus, leading precipitously to liver failure, where the following
criteria are met: (a) Rapid decrease in liver size associated with necrosis involving entire lobules; (b) Rapid deterioration of
liver enzymes; (c) Deepening jaundice; and (d) Hepatic encephalopathy. Hepatitis infection or carrier status alone does not
meet the diagnostic criteria.

31.Cardiomyopathy

The unequivocal diagnosis by a Consultant Cardiologist of Cardiomyopathy causing permanent impaired left ventricular
function with an ejection fraction of less than 25%. This must result in severe physical limitation of activity to the degree of
classIV of the New York Heart

Classification and this limitation must be sustained over at least six months when stabilized on appropriate therapy.
Cardiomyopathy directly related to alcohol ordrug misuse is excluded.

New York Heart Classification

Class I. Patients with cardiac disease but without resulting limitation of physical activity. Ordinary physical activity does
not cause undue fatigue, palpitation, dyspnea, oranginal pain.

Class II. Patients with cardiac disease resulting in slight limitation of physical activity. They are comfortable at rest.
Ordinary physical activity resultsin fatigue, palpitation, dyspnea, oranginal pain.

ClasslIl. Patients with cardiac disease resulting in marked limitation of physical activity. They are comfortable at rest. Less
than ordinary activity causes fatigue, palpitation, dyspnea, oranginal pain.

Class IV. Patients with cardiac disease resulting in inability to carry on any physical activity without discomfort.
Symptoms of heart failure or the anginal syndrome may be present even at rest. If any physical activity is undertaken,
discomfortincreases.

32.Musculardystrophy
Muscular Dystrophy is a disease of the muscle causing progressive and permanent weakening of certain muscle groups. The
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diagnosis of muscular dystrophy must be made by a consultant neurologist, and confirmed with the appropriate laboratory,
biochemical, histological, and electromyographic evidence. The disease must result in the permanent inability of the
insured to perform (whetheraided or unaided) atleast three (3) of the five (5) “Activities of Daily Living".

Activities of Daily Living are defined as:

1. Washing - the ability to wash in the bath or shower (including getting into and out of the bath or shower) or wash
satisfactorily by other means;

2. Dressing - the ability to put on, take off, secure and unfasten all garments and, as appropriate, any braces, artificial
limbs or other surgical appliances;

3. Transferring - the ability to move from a bed to an upright chair or wheelchair and vice versa;

4. Toileting - the ability to use the lavatory or otherwise manage bowel and bladder functions so as to maintain a
satisfactory level of personal hygiene;

5. Feeding-theability to feed oneself once food has been prepared and made available.
33. Poliomyelitis
The occurrence of Poliomyelitis where the following conditions are met:

o Poliovirusisidentified as the cause; and

 Paralysis of the limb muscles or respiratory muscles must be present and persist for at least 3 months as confirmed by
aconsultantneurologist.

Other causes of paralysis such as Guillain-Barre syndrome are specifically excluded.
34.Pneumonectomy

The undergoing of surgery on the advice of a consultant medical specialist to remove an entire lung for any physical injury or
disease.

35. Creutzfeldt—Jacob Disease

Creutzfeldt-Jacob disease is an incurable brain infection that causes rapidly progressive deterioration of mental function
and movement. A neurologist must make a definite diagnosis of Creutzfeldt-Jacob disease based on clinical assessment, EEG
andimaging. There must be objective neurological abnormalities on exam along with severe progressive dementia.

36. ChronicRelapsing Pancreatitis

An unequivocal diagnosis of Chronic Relapsing Pancreatitis, made by a Specialist in gastroenterology and confirmed as a
continuing inflammatory disease of the pancreas characterised by irreversible morphological change and typically causing
pain and/or permanent impairment of function. The condition must be confirmed by pancreatic function tests and
radiographicandimagingevidence.

Relapsing Pancreatitis caused directly orindirectly, wholly or partly, by alcoholis excluded.

Medical Practitioner:

A medical practitioner is a person who holds a valid registration from the medical council of any state of India or Medical
Council of India or Council for Indian Medicine and is thereby entitled to practice medicine within its jurisdiction; and is
acting within the scope and jurisdiction of his license. This would mean a practitioner treating the Life Insured must be
holding adegree equivalentto MD or MSin the relevant field to certify the medical condition.

The Medical practitioner should not be
« thepolicyholder/insured person himself/herself; or

» anauthorisedinsuranceintermediary (or related persons) involved with selling or servicing the insurance contractin
question;or

» employed by orunder contractual engagement with the insurance company;
« relatedtothe policyholder/insured person by blood or marriage.
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A) Accidental Death:
The accidental death benefit will not be payable in the following situations:
1) Deathoccursasaresultof theinsured person committing any breach of law with criminalintent

2) Death as a consequence of the insured person being under the influence of alcohol or drugs other than in accordance
withthe directions of aregistered medical practitioner.

3) Deathasaresultofself-inflicted injuries whilst sane orinsane.
4) Deathoccursasaresultoftheinsured person taking partinany naval, military or air force operation during peace time.

5) Death occurs as a result of the insured person participating in or training for any dangerous or hazardous sport or
competition orriding ordriving in any form of race or competition

6) Deathoccursasaresultofsuicide
